Study Obligations
	Study in the PhD Study Programme in Historical Sociology is subject to an Individual Study Plan (ISP) under guidance of a supervisor. At the beginning of studies, and after agreement with their supervisor, the student records in the Student Information System – SIS his sub-obligations and assigns them to each individual year of the study. The ISP must be subsequently approved by both the supervisor and then the Departmental Board of Studies. The approved ISP is a binding document governing the study. 

Study is in the form of self-study and consultations with the relevant tutor. The form and content of the individual exams (specialisations) will always be determined individually by the tutor. Classification grades are: pass – fail, credits are not awarded.
Compulsory parts of the Study Plan
a) The most important component of the study plan is the systematic creative scientific work on a dissertation topic. The dissertation topic is based on the scientific research focus of the Historical Sociology PhD study field and is determined after the agreement between the student and the supervisor. The dissertation contains critical analysis and evaluation of existing research in the subject field and the original results of the own scientific work of the candidate. By elaborating the topic, the PhD student contributes in an innovative way to the development in the field.

The student completes compulsory and compulsory optional subjects during the standard period of study. It is recommended to complete these between years 1 to 3, in the 4th year the student should work only on the dissertation.
Requirements for creative activity 

At least two publications of dissertation results published or accepted for publication in peer-reviewed expert journals or collective monographs.

At least one attendance at an international conference with a contribution regarding the dissertation topic.
Participation in research projects of the Historical Sociology Department of FHS CU.

Requirements for completing internships 

Students are required to complete an internship of at least one month (which corresponds to the government regulation on accreditation standards in higher education). From the beginning of their studies, students are motivated to take part in tenders and to obtain scholarships from foreign higher education and research institutions.
Other study obligations  

Recommended parts of the framework study programme: 
a) It is recommended that students complete subjects enhancing their knowledge of the topics their dissertation is directed towards. These subjects are selected after consultation with the supervisor from the offer of the Faculty of Humanities or other faculties of Charles University or other universities 

b) It is recommended that students complete a study or research internship at a professional workplace, university or a research institute that deals with the topic of their dissertation.
c) Students are motivated to cooperate on research projects of the Historical Sociology Department of FHS CU.

These recommended parts are included in the Individual Study Plan according to the needs of the student's education, his interest and by common agreement between the student and the supervisor.

The PhD student of Historical Sociology within his ISP:

· presents and discusses his dissertation project during PhD Workshops I, II;
· prepares and defends the implementation project of the dissertation before a Commission composed of members of the Departmental Board, supervisors and tutors;

State doctoral examination and PhD dissertation defence  

The state doctoral examination verifies the level of theoretical and methodological knowledge gained during the course of study, the submission and defence of the dissertation will prove the student's ability to work scientifically. The state doctoral examination consists of several types of questions. The first examines the theoretical knowledge, the second methodological knowledge, the third one deals with the specialization subject. Question topics correspond to thematic areas of completed study subjects. The purpose of this exam is: to verify the graduate's knowledge of historical sociology and historiography, especially the area of social development he deals with in his research; to check whether he understands the issue of searching for historical sources and information sources and whether he can use research and analytical methods at the required level.
During the dissertation defence, the student proves the conclusiveness and seriousness of his own original findings contained in the dissertation. The student presents to the Committee the topic and objective of his work, problems he was finding solutions for, solution methods used, obtained results and recommendations. The student’s verbal speech accompanied by visual presentation demonstrates the ability to clearly, factually and briefly formulate the contents and results of his work, capacity for critical analysis, evaluation and synthesis of new and complex ideas. During the debate with members of the Examination Committee, the student defends the selected procedures, theoretical framework and conclusions of the dissertation.



Exam preparation
Preparation for exams, which are part of the study plan, is always selected after consultation with the examiner. There are two ways to prepare for the exams: 
•
By studying the recommended literature supplemented by consultations with the examiner, supervisor, and if necessary other recommended consultants;
•
By taking courses on offer by FHS CU. 

There is, of course, the opportunity to attend any of the lectures of FHS CU or other faculties of CU or other universities. For small classes with capacity constraints it is always necessary to arrange this with the tutor.
Supervisor
The supervisor sets the dissertation topic and, together with the student, prepares an Individual Study Plan draft that will be submitted for approval to the Departmental Board. The supervisor continuously monitors fulfilment of the student’s obligations and regularly consults with him the results of his study. Once a year the supervisor evaluates student’s work in writing and in case of non-fulfilment of required tasks, he may propose termination of studies or other measures to the Departmental Board.
In the course of the studies, the student may request a change of the supervisor and the topic. Such a request must always be justified, discussed and approved by the relevant Departmental Board.
